Survey of Science and Technology (S&T) Indicators, 2017
The National Institute of Higher Education, Research, Science and Technology (NIHERST) is conducting its annual Survey of S&T Indicators during the period October/December, 2017. This study is designed to capture data on the financial and human resources allocated to S&T in Trinidad and Tobago.
The objectives of this study are to:

· develop and maintain a reliable time series of S&T indicators to assist decision-makers

· provide data to Ibero-American Network on S&T Indicators (RICYT) and UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) to populate the global and regional databases of S&T indicators
· provide indicators for comparison with developing and developed economies

· measure the indigenous research effort in terms of human resources and expenditure by sectors

· provide data on the distribution of S&T expenditure by socio-economic activities

· maintain a time series of research personnel by field of activity in S&T
The sectors included in the survey are: higher education, government departments/ministries, research institutions and private sector. The empirical results of this study are intended to assist decision-makers and policy-makers in planning investments in S&T.
